1. Summary

Applications are open from June 15 2025 to October 15 2025 for one
postdoctoral fellowship associated with the FAPESP Thematic Project 2021/02912-3 A
Connected History of the Middle Ages. Communication and Circulation from the
Mediterranean.

The selected postdoctoral fellow will be based at the Faculty of Philosophy,
Literature and Human Sciences at University of Sao Paulo (USP), supervised by
Professor Marcelo Candido da Silva, associated with the Space and Communities
axis of the Thematic Project. This axis focuses on welcoming, promoting and
articulating a set of individual research projects within the Thematic Project’s
framework.

The Space and Communities axis of the Thematic Project operates on the
premise that space is both manufactured and, at the same time, the object of
representations that has pushed forward historical knowledge. Nonetheless, such
realization has given historians the problem of identifying the agents of this
manufacture and these representations. In this sense, communities can be an effective
tool for understanding the spatialization of the social dimensions, since what defines
communities, in the context of sociology, is action. This action can be based on
expectations, values or common beliefs. However, there is no symmetrical
correspondence between community and space. Communities’ existence goes way
beyond the common practices of occupying, appropriating, producing and reproducing
space. Crises are privileged phenomena for understanding the link between spaces and
communities because of their dynamism, their elasticity and their diffusion in space.
This approach to communities and their relation to space makes it possible to focus
reflection not on the ‘essence’ of social groups, but on the modalities of their actions
(the space produced, the construction of memory, reactions to crises, etc.) and, through
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them, their relations to space. The connecting lines of this axis are developed through
the study of the responses of communities located in the Mediterranean space to crises,
especially migratory, environmental, food and mortality crises. The axis' integration
activities will be developed through face-to-face and virtual meetings, within a
timetable to be defined, during which the research will be presented and debated.

The Thematic Project includes two additional axes: Space and Circulation and
Communication and Circulation. In line with the general objectives of the project,
the fellow's research should address topics also spanning these other axes.

The Space and circulation axis of the project proposes interrogating the
problem of creation and memory from the point of view of "artistic", "artisanal" and
"popular" know-how, in its various expressions and contexts. The aim is to inspect the
various forms of creation from the following points of view: 1) of subjects (human and
non-human) and materials; 2) from the angle of techniques and instruments, which are
themselves created according to diverse agencies; 3) from the point of view of learning
and training processes, and the various spaces in which they take place. The set of
research projects encompassed by this axis will also attempt to follow the divergent
destinies of the things created (practical purposes, ritual uses, political uses, etc.),
paying attention to the transformations that the creations undergo along the way like the
conversion of the "artefact" into "art", for example. The examination of artisanal
creations will also reflect on the mediations and mixtures that link things and people,
devices, procedures and materialities. Such creative ‘contaminations’ will be analyzed
considering how they led to processes of differentiation and metamorphosis, flows and
processes. Based on the research problems mentioned above, this axis will be concerned
with the integration of Mediterranean space through the circulation of objects.

The research linked to the Communication and circulation axis will be
articulated with the other two axes of the project. Thus, the concepts of "communication
and circulation" make it possible to address issues related to: the construction of
memory and historiography; the circulation of people, texts and ideas; the transfer of
images and objects; political and social communication networks; commercial
exchanges and goods; the construction of concepts and knowledge; the use and
circulation of forms and representations of established powers and resistances to them,;
cultural, social and political exchanges in different geographical spaces, whether in
continuous or discontinuous times.
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2. Duration of the fellowship

The contract will initially be for a duration of 24 months, with the possibility of
extension at FAPESP's discretion.
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3. Fellowship earning and grants

The monthly value of the postdoctoral fellowship is R$ 12.000,00, as outlined
in the FAPESP’s Table of Fellowship Values in Brazil (www.fapesp.br/3162).
Additionally, the fellowship includes a technical reserve equivalent to 10% of its annual
value, intended to cover expenses related to the project, as detailed at Technical Reserve
for Fellowships (https://fapesp.br/13861/reserva-tecnica-de-bolsas).
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4. Required documents and candidate requirements/obligations
4.1 Documentation

a) Research project

The specific research project presented by the fellowship candidate will be
defined by the candidate themselves, according to their previous academic experience
and personal interests. It is expected that the fellow will contribute to the collective
advancement of the debates related to the Thematic Project. The proposal must clearly
outline, within the context of the candidate's prior training, how the proposed research
will contribute to the Space and Communities axis, as well as to the other axes of the
Thematic Project (see above).

The research project should follow the formatting guidelines suggested by

Adaptations to this model are acceptable if they are appropriate for a better
presentation of the project.

b) Activity Plan

Each candidate must submit an activity plan outlining the activities they intend
to carry out within the framework of the Thematic Project, along with their expected
outcomes. These outcomes may include:

1) Publications: Contributions of various types, such as articles, papers, edited
volumes, or special issues in academic journals.

i1) Scientific Events: Organization of working groups, roundtables, and/or
panels at national and international scientific events, as well as participation in
and organization of such events.
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ii1) Training and Mentorship: Contributions to the training of undergraduate
and postgraduate students through activities such as mentoring undergraduates,
delivering lectures, and providing feedback on work-in-progress texts.

iv) Team Collaboration: Active participation and collaboration in meetings
and regular activities of the Thematic Project team.

v) Teaching: Offering at least one course every 12 months in the Postgraduate
Program in Social History at USP.

The activity plan must not exceed 4 pages and must include the candidate's name.
¢) Complementary Documents

i) Proof of PhD Completion: A diploma, certificate of completion, or a
declaration from the higher education institution confirming that the viva voce
has taken place, and the candidate was approved.

Note: The application for a Postdoctoral Fellowship (PD) can be
submitted before the completion of the PhD, but proof of completion is
mandatory upon acceptance of the fellowship.

ii) Updated Lattes CV: Provide the Ilink to the Lattes CV
(https://lattes.cnpq.br/) in the Activity Plan.

For foreign applicants: An updated CV highlighting academic
background, scientific publications, teaching experience, and supervision of
undergraduate and postgraduate students may be submitted instead.

iil) FAPESP Curriculum Summary: Prepare the summary as specified at
https://fapesp.br/sumula.

iv) Postgraduate School Record Transcripts: Provide official school record
issued by the higher education institution.

v) Documentation for Foreign Applicants: Foreign candidates are
responsible for ensuring that they meet all requirements for entry and stay in
Brazil.

vi) Sample of Written Work: Submit a sample of written work that has been
published or accepted for publication and demonstrates research interests
aligned with the Thematic Project. Examples include a book, an article in an
international journal or a CAPES Qualis A or B journal, or a book chapter.

4.2 Candidate requirements

i) Doctorate Completion Requirement: The candidate must have completed
their doctorate within the last 7 (seven) years.

i) Full-Time Commitment: The fellowship requires full-time dedication to the
research project, meaning the candidate cannot hold any other employment
simultaneously.

1. Objetivo

Estao abertas, no periodo de 15 de junho de 2025 a 15 de outubro de 2025, as
inscri¢des para candidatura a uma bolsa de pods-doutorado associada ao Projeto
Tematico FAPESP 2021/02912-3 Uma Histéria Conectada da Idade Média.
Comunicacio e Circulacio a partir do Mediterraneo.

O(a) pos-doutorando(a) selecionado(a) estard sediado(a) na Faculdade de
Filosofia, Letras e Ciéncias Humanas da Universidade de Sao Paulo (FFLCH/USP)
e serd supervisionado(a) pelo Prof. Marcelo Candido da Silva, vinculado ao eixo
Espaco e Comunidades do Projeto Tematico. Este eixo tem como foco acolher,
fomentar e articular um conjunto de pesquisas individuais no dmbito do Projeto
Tematico.

O eixo Espaco e Comunidades opera com a premissa de que o espaco ¢
fabricado e, a0 mesmo tempo, objeto de representagdes, colocando para os historiadores
o problema da identificacdo dos agentes dessa fabricagdo e dessas representacdes. As
comunidades constituem, nesse sentido, uma ferramenta eficaz para a compreensdo da
espacializacdo do social, pois o que as define, no ambito da sociologia, ¢ a agdo — seja
ela fundada em expectativas, em valores ou em crengas comuns. No entanto, ndo ha
uma correspondéncia simétrica entre comunidade e espago. As comunidades ndo
existem apenas porque desenvolvem as praticas comuns de ocupagdo, de apropriagdo,
de produgdo e de reproducdo do espaco. As crises, pelo seu dinamismo, pela sua
elasticidade, pela sua difusdo no espago, constituem fendomenos privilegiados para a
compreensdo da articulacdo entre espacos e comunidades. Essa abordagem possibilita
orientar a reflexdo ndo para a “esséncia” dos grupos sociais, mas para as modalidades
de suas agdes (o espaco produzido, a construcdo da memoria, as reacdes as crises etc.)
e, por meio delas, de suas inscrigdes no espaco. As linhas de conexdo deste eixo sdo
desenvolvidas por meio do estudo das respostas das comunidades situadas no espago
mediterranico as crises, especialmente as crises migratorias, ambientais, alimentares e
de mortalidade. As atividades de integracdo do eixo serdo desenvolvidas por meio de
encontros presenciais e virtuais, em periodicidade a ser definida, durante os quais as
pesquisas serdo apresentadas e debatidas.



O Projeto Temadtico inclui dois eixos adicionais: Espa¢o e Circulagio e
Comunicacio e Circulacdo. Em linha com os objetivos gerais do projeto, a pesquisa
do(a) bolsista também deve abordar topicos que perpassam esses outros eixos.

O eixo Espaco e Circulacido propde interrogar o problema da criagdo e da
memoria desde os fazeres-saberes “artisticos”, “artesanais” e “populares”, em suas
diversas expressdes e contextos. Trata-se de inspecionar modalidades variadas de
criagdo do ponto de vista dos sujeitos (humanos e ndo-humanos) e materiais; do angulo
das técnicas e instrumentos, eles proprios criados em fun¢do de agenciamentos diversos;
também dos processos de aprendizado e formagao, e dos espagos variados em que estes
tém lugar. Procurar-se-a ainda seguir os destinos divergentes das coisas criadas
(finalidades préticas, usos rituais, politicos etc.), com atencao as transformagdes que as
criagdes conhecem em seus trajetos (a conversao do “artefato” em “arte”, por exemplo).
O exame das criagdes artistico-artesanais deve dar atengdo ainda as mediagdes ¢
misturas que ligam coisas e pessoas, dispositivos, procedimentos e materialidades;
contaminagdes criadoras que levam a processos de diferenciagdo e metamorfoses,
fluxos e processos. A partir das probleméaticas mencionadas acima, este eixo se ocupara
da integragdo do espago mediterranico a partir da circulagao de objetos.

As pesquisas vinculadas ao eixo Comunicacio e Circulacio sdo articuladas
aos outros dois eixos do projeto. Assim, os conceitos de “comunicagdo e circulagdo”
permitem tratar de questdes relacionadas a constru¢do da memoria e da historiografia,
da circulacdo de pessoas, textos e ideias, e das transferéncias de imagens e de objetos,
das redes de comunicagdo politica e social, das trocas comerciais ¢ dos bens, da
constru¢do dos conceitos € do conhecimento, dos usos e circulagdes das formas e
representacdes dos poderes instituidos e das resisténcias a eles, das trocas culturais,
sociais e politicas em espacos geograficos diferenciados, seja em tempos continuos ou
descontinuos.
